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2021 WES REPORT:

The UBC Workplace Experiences Survey (WES) was run from November 1 to 19, 2021. Over 6,000 faculty and staff participated in the survey, and shared feedback on their
experiences of UBC as a workplace. The survey findings can be used to help shape strategic planning and initiatives at both UBC-wide and at the unit levels.

The report contains 14 survey dimensions: academic excellence, faculty support, faculty tenure & promotion, collaboration, communications, health & wellbeing, immediate unit
head/manager, inclusion & respect, innovation, professional growth, student focus, UBC's senior leadership, work environment, and work/life integration.

The 2021 WES results show that the key drivers of engagement for faculty overall are:
1. Professional Growth
2. Inclusion & Respect
3. Student Focus
